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What Is MACC?
The Michigan Alpine Competition Council (MACC)  
organizes series of 12 Alpine ski races in Michigan and 
Ontario. We are a non-profit corporation organized by 
volunteer ski racers to run FIS style races for adults.  
Each MACC racer performs one job assignment during 
each race weekend.

Who Can Race?
Registered Adults: The program is open to any adult  
(18 or over) interested in recreational racing. 

Registered Juniors: The program is open to junior racers 
aged 14-17 who have at least one parent registered in the 
MACC. (A parent or designated adult must be present when 
a junior racer competes.) If you are a junior racer on a 
high school team, you must have your high school 
coach co-sign this form. It is possible that participa-
tion in the MACC races may affect the eligibility of 
your entire team to compete in regular and post- 
season high school races. Check with your coach.

Guests: Any adult or eligible junior can race as a guest for 
$10/day for two races. If you decide to join for the season, 
your guest fees are applied to the annual registration fee.
