The MACC Numbers for 2011

This is the eleventh annual report on our attendance. All previous reports are available (along with this

Summary

Last year had the lowest attendance on record. This year we increased slightly (average attendance at
Boyne went from 143 to 147). We are not back to our old numbers, but it looks like the worst might be
over with respect to the effect of the Michigan economy on our program.

The distribution of racers by team has shifted, with four teams not having enough attendance to earn a
vote. Next year we have 12 votes spread over 7 teams. The MACC quorum will be 7 voting members.

The current four-course schedule is reasonably balanced and should work fine again next year.

Overall, the numbers show that most of the classes had enough turnout and should be offered again next
year. Two classes to consider merging would be men’s D and Super-vet D, which averaged only 6 racers
combined.

MACC Team Attendance and Votes

Table 1 shows the team turnout for 2011 (not counting the Cantor Cup) and the resulting team votes for
2012. The table also includes a column Reg. that indicates the number of racers who registered with each
team. The total registration is 188. We ended the season with one racer not linked to a team (she signed
up at the end of the season).

It takes 55 racer starts for a team to get a vote, 132 to get two votes, and 330 to get three votes. Four of
our teams will not have a vote for the 2012 season. Next year the MACC teams have 12 votes, a drop
from the 14 votes that existed in the 2011 season. Although our total attendance rose, the new racers
joined larger clubs. Hence, we have a rise in attendance combined with a drop in MACC votes.
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For comparison over past years, Table 2 shows the attendance histories of the current teams since 1992.

Turnout per Race

Table 3 shows our turnout for each year since 1992 (except 1995—no files). Searchmont numbers are
shown in italics starting in 1996. The averages in the column “Boyne” do not include Searchmont or the
Cantor Cup. The averages in the column “Ave” do not include the Cantor Cup for years after 1998. These
numbers do include guest racers.

In most years prior to 2010, the turnout at Searchmont was between 60% and 75% of the turnout at
Boyne. For example, in 2001, the average turnout at Boyne was 203 and the peak day at Searchmont was
147 (147/203 = 72%). In 2010, the turnout was 60/143 = 42%; in 2011, it was 61/147 = 41%.

The Sunday Cantor Cup Super-Combined was again popular. In 2009 (last year of the dual format), we
had 83/156 = 53% of our regular Boyne turnout. Last year, it was 114/143 = 80% and this year it was
119/147 = 81%.

Courses and Classes

Table 4 shows the attendance for the courses. On regular four-course days at Boyne, course 1 had as
many as 53 racers, while course 4 had as few as 24 racers.

Although not completely uniform, the spread over the four courses was better this year than last. (Last
year we had up to 58 racers on course 2 and as few as 16 on course 3.) Given that any redistribution
would involve moving racers from F.I.S. to Super Bowl, the current locations of classes is probably the
best we can do.

Table 5 shows the attendance for each of our 21 classes. All but one of our registered racers are placed in
classes, with the number of registrations per class shown (Reg.).

Classes are shown in the table with groups of men or women’s classes with the same handicaps. For
example, the B Men’s group has three age-based classes that cover the same handicap range.

Any class with a turnout of 3 or less on a race day was a “finish and get on the podium” class on that day.
If the number was 1 or blank, it was a “show up and win” class. Many classes were in the “finish and
podium” condition for the Searchmont races 5-7. However, at Boyne, the only age-based classes with
very low turnout were DM and SVDM (the combined average attendance was 6).
