The MACC Numbers for the 2014 Season

Summary

Our numbers dropped again this year; our average attendance dropped by about 15% for the Boyne races
and about 7% overall (the ten races that had World Cup points). For comparison, we’re told that the
Michigan ski resorts had significant losses (about 20%) in tickets and lodging due to the unusually cold
temperatures, plus a number of winter storms on Friday nights.

Most of the loss in our turnout was for racers between ages 24 — 39.

The Skiniks team gained a vote, so next year the MACC Board will have 12 votes, with 7 voting
members needed for a quorum.

MACC Team Attendance and Votes

Table 1 shows the team turnout for 2014 and the resulting team votes for 2015. The table also includes a
column Reg. that indicates the number of racers who registered with each team. The total registration is
159; last year it was 172, and the year before it was 181.

With 10 races (the Cantor Cup is not counted), it takes 50 racer starts for a team to get a vote, 120 to get
two votes, and 300 to get three votes. Next year the MACC teams will have 12 votes, an increase from
last year as the Skiniks went from one to two votes.

Schussmeisters dropped out as a team.

Searchmont and Marquette numbers are shown in italics starting in 1996. The averages in the column
“Boyne” do not include Searchmont or the Cantor Cup. The averages in the column “Ave” do not include
the Cantor Cup for years after 1998.
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Turnout at Marquette this season was 56% of the typical Boyne turnout. This is an improvement over the
past few years at Searchmont, but still significantly below the normal Boyne turnout.

Age Distribution

Table 6 shows information about the distribution of our racers by age over the past few years. Ages were
based on Dec 31 before the first race of the season. It gives the number of registered racers in each age
group. The last three columns give ages at 25-percentile intervals: this season, 25% of our racers were 45
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or younger, 50% were 54 or younger, and 75% were 60 or younger. That means about a quarter of our
racers are between 54 and 60, and half are between 45 and 60.

Our numbers have been stable over the past few years for the older racers; the table shows small drops for
racers between 40 and 59, and small increases for racers between 60 and 79. We’re getting a few more
young racers (23 and under), but lost almost half of our racers in the age bracket 24-39.
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
